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WBDA Comments re: Proposed Pavilion development in Victoria Park & Wharf Improvements (Newbury)

WBDA has not responded via West Berkshire Council’s formal consultation process on the above developments as it seemed to be geared around the question: if there should/should not be a pavilion built in Victoria Park; to which we take a neutral view preferring that our individual members form their own opinion and respond accordingly.
WBDA however would like to raise 2 issues concerning the proposals:

1. It is not clear if there will be vehicle access to the proposed pavilion development in Victoria Park/or any Blue Badge Holder (BBH) parking spaces close to the entrance(s) of the Pavilion. WBDA would like more clarity on this issue and would expect to be part of further discussion relating to the overall design of the pavilion – especially on the aspect of accessibility for disabled people.
2. If the proposed Wharf basin development goes ahead then WBDA is extremely concerned that the free BBH parking spaces in the Wharf (near the public toilets) will be lost and the only BBH car park spaces that could give access to the Market Place will be the limited amount in the area behind the Wharf building that BBH’s now have to pay to use. WBDA would expect to be involved from the very outset of the planning stage if this proposed development is likely to go ahead.
