NEWS ITEM

Four members of the WBDA are each set to ask a question at the Full Meeting of West Berkshire Council on Thursday, 26th August 2004. The four questions are:-

‘Are Councillors content that there is the optimum investment in West Berkshire Council's Occupational Therapy service, where there is often a long wait to be seen, and which in some instances increases the overall cost to the statutory sector of providing services to people with disabilities?’

‘Do Councillors accept that every disabled individual has the right to receive grant assistance, to be able safely to access their kitchen, bathroom, toilet, bedroom and living room in their own home, and are they content that West Berkshire residents face stricter eligibility criteria in qualifying for a Disabled Facilities Grant than is applied on average throughout England?’

‘Now that a full financial year has passed, since the introduction of the revised charging policy   for vulnerable clients using non-residential services such as Home Care, Meals on Wheels, Day Care and Transport, could the Council give a detailed breakdown of the income received by them, including the cost of collection during 2003/04?’

‘Discussions between West Berkshire Council and Newbury & Community Primary Care Trust about forming a single Care Trust are of great importance to many local residents who need to receive services from both organisations. What progress has been made to date in these discussions?’
